Bulgaria
With a population of 8 million and a total area of 111 000 sq. km. Bulgaria is situated in the eastern part of the Balkan Peninsula in South-Eastern Europe. Its territory covers high and medium high mountains, plains and valleys reaching down to the level of the Black Sea. Bulgaria was founded in 681 AD and is among the oldest states in Europe. The country has stood at a crossroads linking the East and the West for more than two millennia.

Sofia
Sofia is a city that grows but never ages. Founded over 7000 years ago, Bulgaria's modern capital testifies to the country's eternal bond between past and present. Monuments to its rich Thracian, Roman, Bulgar and Ottoman history rub shoulders with modern-day edifices of cosmopolitan city life.
